3 Signs of Suicide in the Handwriting

We are moving towards that time of year when traditionally the incidence of suicide seems to increase.

The handwriting can often provide telltale signs of the potential for suicide. There are a significant
number of graphological features if when clustered, can suggest the potential for suicide. But as with
any other aspect of being human, graphological features cannot stand alone and tell a story. This brief
article talks about one specific feature which strongly suggests suicidal tendencies together when
taken together with graphological features which reveal depression. The graphological feature
referred to above, is what is referred to as ‘X-ing'.

It is significant if the 'X-ing’ occurs in the signature or on the PPl. In that case it is reasonable to

interpret it as ‘crossing out of self. However, X-ing which occurs in the text can lead one to suspect
self-destructive tendencies.

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As graphologists we exercise the utmost caution when dealing with features such as those above. It is
imperative that they be corroborated with other features in the handwriting and these clusters of
features must appear consistently throughout the writing. This underlines the value that graphology
must be used with great responsibility and sensitivity and the graphologist thoroughly trained.
